Вывод:

На мой взгляд, невозможно однозначно оценить эффективность переводчиков. При их характеристике необходимо исходить из исходного текста и желаемого результата. При выполнении работы я выяснила следующее:
1. Переводчик Google наиболее эффективен при работе с текстами, содержащими формулы, и стихотворными текстами (текстами худ. литературы)

2. Яндекс.переводчик позволяет быстро перевести текст, содержащий множество ссылок на источники без потери важной информации.

3. Translate.ru позволяет заменить в тексте большое количество повторяющихся языковых элементов на синонимичные конструкции, тем самым по возможности сократив тавтологические повторы.

Текст №1

In our thesis writings are discussed in motivic aspect. Under this approach, the literary heritage of Alexander grin has not yet been studied, although scientists often draw attention to the importance of certain themes in the work of the writer. Very often we are talking about the romantic elements of his artistic system. For example, V. Khrulev calls the motives of loneliness, voynichesku, wanderings, "languor"; I. K. Dunaevskaya - alienation of man from life, searching for the perfect country; I.e. Zagvozdina - care / escape from the house, etc. In modern literary motif analysis as one of the aspects of the study of individual differences in creativity are highly relevant. Under the statement of E. J. Balbourova, "investigation of motive, if it is done creatively, it really can reveal the semantic richness of the work" [Alborov 1998, p. 14]. The productivity of this approach due to the nature of this component of the text. 
Characterized by its "high degree of semioticist", possessing "a strong set of values, partly inherent in it genetically, partly manifested in the long historical process of life" [Putilov 1992, p. 84], motif correlates with the Outlook and attitude of the author, indicates the direction of his thoughts. 
At the present stage of national science theory of motive is actively developed by literary critics, has dozens of studies includes a number of concepts, but has a complete character. This explains the differences in the definition of the term and, accordingly, differences in the identification and classification of motifs in a particular practice of textual analysis. 
In Russian literary criticism to the problem of motif first appealed A. N. Veselovskii, O. M. Freidenberg, V. J. Propp. Scientists have developed a category of motive within the framework of historical poetics in relation to epic genres of folklore. 
A. N. Veselovsky motif interpreted as "the simplest narrative unit, figuratively replying to different queries of the primitive mind or domestic surveillance" [Veselovsky 1989, p. 305], characterized by stability and nerazlozhimoi. 
B. J. Propp, claiming the idea of decomposability of a motif used to represent the "primary elements" of the concept of function, interpreting it as "an act of character, defined from the point of view of its significance" [Propp, 1928, p. 30-31] for the development of the plot. Despite the different approaches in interpretation of the named narrative element, scientists believed constant features of the epic motif of the formula-based nature and the presence of the action in its structure. 
This problem very quickly went beyond the boundaries of folklore to include the study of the author's individual creativity. The motives of the "new literature" differ from folklore and when identified in the text, can be difficult: "the Motive or motivic complex text sometimes is not only discernible, but still clear, but encoded in a complex narrative structure" [Alborov 1998, p. 14]. Therefore, the researchers ' task was to find a universal definition of the relevant term. The solution was carried out in different directions.

Текст № 2

Abstracts of theses have to have a certain structure which includes introduction, the review of heads of the most scientific work and conclusions to which her author came. If the competitor decides to prepare independently the abstract, to download detailed requirements to the abstract or it is possible to specify them at the secretary of Dissertation Council. If such opportunity isn't present, it is better to entrust creation of this important document to the skilled experts capable most qualitatively to solve this problem. 

Introduction of the abstract of the thesis almost completely coincides with introduction of the most scientific work, representing a little reduced its option. By preparation of the abstract it is important to pay special attention to this part, reflecting in it all important theses from introduction of the work. If to speak about volume, can fall on introduction to a half of the abstract of the thesis. 

The main meaning of chapters of the thesis also has to be conveyed in the abstract. Abstracts of theses have to show accurately, which work is carried out by the author. Describing chapters of scientific work it is important to manage to show own achievements, to give a conclusion on each of her heads, consistently, step by step to state the course of work of the competitor. Thus the contents of chapters in the abstract have to be given are squeezed, allowing the recipient of the document to make impression about the done work, without penetrating into all its details. 

The conclusion of the abstract of the thesis has to show accurately results of the work done by the author, and sometimes for descriptive reasons they are itemized. The list of the published works of the author which also has to be present at abstracts, is made out by the general rules.
