A New Phase in Anti-Obama Attacks
It is a peculiar, but unmistakable, phenomenon: As Barack Obama’s presidency heads into its twilight, the rage of the Republican establishment toward him is grow- ing louder, angrier and more destructive.
Republican lawmakers in Washington and around the country have been fo- cused on blocking Mr. Obama’s agenda and denigrating him personally since the day he took office in 2009. But even against that backdrop, and even by the dismal stan- dards of political discourse today, the tone of the current attacks is disturbing. So is their evident intent – to undermine not just Mr. Obama’s policies, but his very legiti- macy as president.
It is a line of attack that echoes Republicans’ earlier questioning of Mr. Obama’s American citizenship. Those attacks were blatantly racist in their message – reminding people that Mr. Obama was black, suggesting he was African, and planting the equally false idea that he was secretly Muslim. The current offensive is slightly more subtle, but it is impossible to dismiss the notion that race plays a role in it. …
… If this insurrection is driven by something other than a blend of ideological extremism and personal animosity, it is not clear what that might be. But it is ugly, it deepens mistrust of government and it harms the office of the president, not just Mr. Obama. (The New York Times, Editorial board, April 11, 2015)

There is a considerable unanimity among all modern learning theories that learning is based on previously acquired knowledge and skills. However, learning is not a simple cumulative process in which all the new contents and skill components can be added to the prior ones. The prior knowledge has much more fundamental sig- nificance in human 3 knowledge construction process, because prior knowledge structures and conceptions act actively in many information processing and meaning making processes. For example the previous knowledge structures (mental models, mental presentations) tend to focus human perception and interpretation of perceived information, act on constructing new knowledge structures (or modifying the older ones) and making sense about the world around, as well as impact on procedures of storing on and retrieving from memory. In other words, when new information is

provided, learners try to interpret it in the context of their already existing representa- tions (e.g. Vosniadou, 1996; Jonassen et al., 1999).

This would affect social life negatively because there would be discrimination in society. Humans would treat clones as objects and think them as their enemies because clones would have better qualities than humans. Therefore, this discrimination might even cause a big war in the world.
In my opinion, human cloning is very dangerous but cloning animals and or- gans is useful for the improvement of quality of human life and for the treatment of lethal diseases. Thanks to organ transplantation by cloning, people may be healthier and happier. Also cloning animals enables developments in science because more animals can be used for experiments. This is the useful side of cloning.
In sum, I think human cloning may cause a lot of big and important problems for people, clones and the world. However, I think cloning of animals and organs is beneficial to people and science. So “yes” to cloning of animals and organs, but “no” to human cloning.

Redskins Change Their Name
Bowing finally to intense media pressure, the NFL Washington Redskins today announced that they are changing their name to the Washington Palefaces.
A change in the organization’s name had been under discussion for several years as a result of protests from liberal and Indian groups. Those groups appeared to believe that the name carried with it an implicitly racist perspective since it has been used to define people simply because of their skin color.
The Redskins organization had disputed that claim all along, saying the name had no racist implication whatsover, that, in fact, it represented “the more positive aspects of relations between Indians and whites,” affectionately recalling that time when Indians were considered “savages” because they fought a heroic but losing bat- tle against the white theft of their lands. They also pointed out that in poll after poll the vast majority (83%) of Americans now living on those former Indian territories do not see the term “Redskins” as offensive at all.
According to Tony Wyllie, spokeperson for the team, the new name was cho- sen because it carries with it the same positive values as the previous one. It recalls the same heroic era in American culture, the same sense of solidarity among Ameri- cans. And most importantly, it “just goes to show that names associated with skin color are completely benign and inoffensive.”
