1. Text linguistic typology
One of the most important text typologies is the text linguistic typology.  It is based on the structural approach to texts. There can be four types distinguished according to A. Verlich:

1) Descriptive. 
Descriptive text is a text which says what a person or a thing is like. Its purpose is to describe and reveal a particular person, place, or thing.
Descriptive text has the following structure: identification (identifying the phenomenon to be described); description (describing the phenomenon in parts, qualities, or/and characteristics). The Language Feature of Descriptive Text is using attributive and identifying process, using adjective and classifiers in nominal group, using simple present tense.
2) Narrative.

A narrative serves to entertain or inform readers by telling them a story. A narrative has a number of parts: orientation (who, when, where), complication (event that causes a complication; there may be more than one in a story. Descriptive words are used to give information about characters and events), evaluation (reaction by characters to the complication), resolution (solution to the problem), coda (lesson from the story). Language features of a narrative are description of characters and places using adjectives to describe nouns, adverbs to describe verbs, similes to compare one thing with another, time words, verbs indicating actions in the story.
3) Expository.

The expository text type has the contextual focus on either the decomposition (analysis) into constituent elements of given concepts, or on their composition (synthesis) from constituent elements. It aims at explanation, the cognitive analysis and subsequent syntheses of complex facts.

4) Argumentative. 

It is based on the evaluation and the subsequent subjective judgement in answer to a problem. It refers to the reasons advanced for or against a matter.
2. The main text categories.
Text category is a characteristic feature of all texts and this feature depends on the author’s attitude. The main categories are:

1) category of segmentation manifests itself through the literary text division into parts, chapters, paragraphs that are characterized by formal and compositional autonomy;
2) category of connectedness is realized through cohesion (formal connectedness and coherence (content connectedness));
3) category of prospection is associated with the plot development, which can be prospective or cataphoric (looking towards the future; realized by means of flash-forwards) and retrospective or anaphoric (looking towards the past) realized by means of flashbacks;
4) category of retrospection;
5) category of anthropocentricity is reflected through the subordination of the text to the task of person characterization;
6) category of local-temporal reference of the text is expressed through the system of tenses and lexical time markers as well as place description;
7) category of conceptuality accounts for the embodiment of social, moral, aesthetic ideas of a literary work, which constitute its concept;
8) category of informativity is responsible for information stratification into: factual, conceptual and implicit (or subtext);
9) category of systemic character is attributed to the literary text because its macro and microelements and functions integrate in a closed system that serves a specific purpose;
10) category of integrity and completeness differentiated a text from a non-text;
11) category of modality is the result of the author’s subjective interpretation of reality;
12) category of pragmatic orientation consists in stimulating the reader’s feedback – intellectual and emotional reactions.
Categories of time, space, person – literary text universals, everything that is described in the texts described with the purpose of distinguishing a person.
3. Vertical context.

Vertical context is the information above and below of the targeted instance. It contains 1) the opening sentence (the addresser’s utterance); 2) the scanning fragment (the speaker’s utterance). 

The opening sentence of the vertical context includes the ground (subject matter) at the conceptual level.
4. Language and culture as parts of semiotic system
Linguistic and Cultural Semiotics is a branch of communication theory that investigates sign systems and the modes of representation that humans use to convey feelings, thoughts, ideas, and ideologies. Semiotic analysis is rarely considered a field of study in its own right, but is used in a broad range of disciplines, including art, literature, anthropology, sociology, and the mass media. Semiotic analysis looks for the cultural and psychological patterns that underlie language, art and other cultural expressions.

There are many ways in which the phenomena of language and culture are intimately related. Both phenomena are unique to humans and have therefore been the subject of a great deal of anthropological, sociological, and even memetic study. Language, of course, is determined by culture, though the extent to which this is true is now under debate. The converse is also true to some degree: culture is determined by language - or rather, by the replicators that created both, memes.
