   MODEL. The extract from the novel  “To Kill a Mockingbird” by  Harper Lee  is a dramatic account of a trial of a negro.  Tom Robinson, wrongly  accused of a capital crime of raping a white girl.  His defending council, Atticus Finch, a smart lawyer  & a man of high principals, does his best to prove to the jury Tom Robinson’s innocence. Atticus exposes the false testimony of the chief witness for the state  who turns to be the guilty party & condemns the negro’s accusers for their prejudiced attitude & groundless resentment  against the black people. Atticus reminds the jury of the high mission of a law-coart to be a great leveller & appeals to them to do impartial justice. But for all Atticus’s convincing arguments & his spirited speech the truth is ignored & Tom Robinson - convicted.
