Linguodidactics as a science 

Anthropocentric approach to the study of language and its features presupposes and requires the symbiosis of several sciences such as linguistics, cultural linguistics, psycholinguistics, linguodidactics, etc. Linguodidactics is a branch of the method of teaching science that formulates the general laws of the mechanisms of human ability for communication in a foreign language and ways of their formation. 

One of categories of linguodidactics is the secondary linguistic personality (SLP).Under the concept of SLP we understand a set of abilities and willingness of a person to the production of speech acts in authentic dialogue with other cultures. 

It is possible to describe the nature and content of the SLP model basing on the methodology and linguistics inter-connection. It’s well-known that linguistics is the basic science of methodology, so any methodical system for learning foreign languages is based on the image of language, which exists in the linguistic science.

One of the most important achievements in linguistics is the proposition that the success of speech communication depends on the ability of the learner and the speaker to influence each other in accordance with the use of communication tasks and speech utterances. This is the ability to organize their verbal and non-verbal command adequately to communication problems. It is also called «the ability for communicative competence». Proceeding from this concept, the learning process is not only the process of sending and receiving information, but also regulation of relationship between partners.

Professional linguodidactics is based both on the generally didactic and purposeful principles of linguodidactics, these are: integrative, interdisciplinary, functional, problem-oriented, continuity, multilevel, modularity, autonomy, selectivity, variation, interactivity and so on. 

This combined approach to the principles of linguodidactics is caused on the one hand by the integrative nature of the discipline, and on the other hand by the universal character of the principles, that are used by all categories of this  scientific sphere.      

Subject and aim of Linguistics

Linguistics is the scientific study of human language. Linguistics can be broadly broken into three categories or subfields of study: language form, language meaning, and language in context.

The first is the study of language structure, or grammar. This focuses on the system of rules followed by the speakers (or hearers) of a language. It encompasses morphology (the formation and composition of words), syntax (the formation and composition of phrases and sentences from these words), and phonology (sound systems). Phonetics is a related branch of linguistics concerned with the actual properties of speech sounds and nonspeech sounds, and how they are produced and perceived.

The study of language meaning is concerned with how languages employ logical structures and real-world references to convey, process, and assign meaning, as well as to manage and resolve ambiguity. This subfield encompasses semantics (how meaning is inferred from words and concepts) and pragmatics (how meaning is inferred from context).

Although linguistics is the scientific study of language, a number of other intellectual disciplines are relevant to language and intersect with it. Semiotics, for example, is the general study of signs and symbols both within language and without. Literary theorists study the use of language in literature. Linguistics additionally draws on and informs work from such diverse fields as psychology, speech-language pathology, informatics, computer science, philosophy, biology, human anatomy, neuroscience, sociology, anthropology, and acoustics.

There are several types and methods of textual activity, with differing rates that can be attained for each, for different kinds of material and purposes:

Subvocalized reading combines sight reading with internal sounding of the words as if spoken. Advocates of speed reading claim it can be a bad habit that slows reading and comprehension, but other studies indicate the reverse, particularly with difficult texts.

Speed reading is a collection of methods for increasing reading speed without an unacceptable reduction in comprehension or retention. It is closely connected to speed learning.

Proofreading is a kind of reading for the purpose of detecting typographical errors. One can learn to do it rapidly, and professional proofreaders typically acquire the ability to do so at high rates, faster for some kinds of material than for others, while they may largely suspend comprehension while doing so, except when needed to select among several possible words that a suspected typographic error allows.

Structure-Proposition-Evaluation (SPE) method, popularized by Mortimer Adler in How to Read a Book, mainly for non-fiction treatise, in which one reads a writing in three passes: for the structure of the work, which might be represented by an outline;  for the logical propositions made, organized into chains of inference; and for evaluation of the merits of the arguments and conclusions. This method involves suspended judgment of the work or its arguments until they are fully understood.

Survey-Question-Read-Recite-Review (SQ3R) method, often taught in public schools, which involves reading toward being able to teach what is read, and would be appropriate for instructors preparing to teach material without having to refer to notes during the lecture.

Multiple Intelligences-based methods, which draw upon the reader's diverse ways of thinking and knowing to enrich his or her appreciation of the text. Reading is fundamentally a linguistic activity: one can basically comprehend a text without resorting to other intelligences, such as the visual (e.g., mentally "seeing" characters or events described), auditory (e.g., reading aloud or mentally "hearing" sounds described), or even the logical intelligence (e.g., considering "what if" scenarios or predicting how the text will unfold based on context clues). However, most readers already use several intelligences while reading, and making a habit of doing so in a more disciplined manner—i.e., constantly, or after every paragraph—can result in more vivid, memorable experience.[citation needed]

Rapid Serial Visual Presentation (RSVP) reading involves presenting the words in a sentence one word at a time at the same location on the display screen, at a specified eccentricity. RSVP eliminates inter-word saccades, limits intra-word saccades, and prevents reader control of fixation times (Legge, Mansfield, & Chung, 2001). RSVP controls for differences in reader eye movement, and consequently is often used to measure reading speed in experiments.
